The following are the minimum standards a surf school in Scotland should meet to gain SSF accreditation:

Only surf schools in Scotland are eligible for SSF accreditation and accreditation is renewed on an annual basis.
Initial Requirements:
· All instructors must be paid members of the SSF

· Surf School must be part of the SSF “affiliated business programme” and offer SSF members a minimum of 10% discount on surf lessons

· Surf School website must carry the SSF logo linked to http://www.thessf.com
Surf School is encouraged to carry the SSF logo on their business vehicles, promotion materials and signage.
Certification:
· All instructors must hold a valid, appropriate SLSGB, RLSS recognised beach/surf lifeguarding/lifesaving certificate

· All instructors must hold a valid ISA or ASI surf coaching certificate

· All instructors must have a valid PVG certificate through Disclosure Scotland

· Surf School must carry public liability insurance for up to £5 million

All instructors are also encouraged to obtain a Safeguarding and Protecting Children certificate through SportScotland

Equipment:
· All wetsuits and accessories used by the surf school must show no signs of significant degradation to the neoprene and seams and no holes, tears or rips will be visible

· Neoprene hoods, boots, gloves and a minimum thickness of 5/4/3mm wetsuits must be available to customers

· Soft foam surfboards must be available for beginner and children's surfing lessons

· Surfboards and accessories such as fins and leashes must show no signs of significant degradation 

· All equipment may be required to be approved for use by an SSF representative annually prior to granting SSF accreditation

· Water must be available to rinse equipment after lessons to keep equipment in good order
Safety:
· A surf school must carry a well supplied first aid kit at each surf lesson

· A surf school must carry a functional mobile telephone with mobile reception at each surf lesson.  In lieu of reliable telephone reception a surf school must carry a radio
· A spare board (rescue board) of 8ft minimum must be available during lessons
· Surf School must have an NOP, appropriate risk assessment and EAP in place
